Smokey, a 15-week-old pit bull terrier, was removed from a house in Ngongotaha, near Rotorua, New Zealand, after someone cropped
his ears, apparently  with a razor blade, to make him appear more “macho”. Veterinarians say his hearing was not damaged, but the
perpetrator faces a $25,000 [$US11,567] fine and six months in jail under New Zealand's Animal Welfare Act.
